🞙 contributions to the strengthening of minority rights or gender democracy.  

🞙 Contributions dealing, in this context and in the context of the reopening of the 

renovated Parliament building, with topics of architecture are also welcome. 

Candidates eligible for the award have dedicated their work to the promotion of 

dialogue in the political discourse, the arts and society. Both self-nominations and 

third-party nominations of individuals and/or institutions/organisations are possible. 

The Award amounts to a total of € 21,000.-, which may be split between a maximum 

of two winners.
